ADMISSION AGREEMENT

“This agreement governs the financial obligations of parents to the school, the question of discipline and indemnity.”

1 Duration and amendment
The agreement is to remain in force until the learner leaves the school and until all financial and other obligations of the parents have been met.  The agreement may only be amended in writing and no verbal variations will be of any force until reduced to writing and signed by the parties.

2 Financial matters
2.1 The parent acknowledges that school fees and charges, as determined by the Governing Body from time to time, are payable monthly and become due on the date on which the school renders an account therefor.  The parent may elect to pay the full annual school fee in advance, in which event a discount on such fees may be allowed.  The amount of such discount will at all times be fixed in the discretion of the Governing Body.

2.2 The parent is entitled to apply for full or partial exemption from the payment of compulsory school fees.

2.3 If the account rendered by the school is not paid within 30 days after the date of such account, then the school may, in its sole discretion and by arrangement with the parent, grant extended terms for payment of any outstanding account.  If such extended terms are not granted by the school and recorded in writing, then the school may elect to claim payment in advance of all fees owing for the remainder of the school year.

2.4 The parent undertakes to give written notice to the Principal before withdrawing the learner/s from the school, such notice to be given by prepaid registered post, or delivered by hand so as to be received by the Principal not less than 30 days before the last day of the final term that the learner will attend the school.  The parent understands that no refund can be made for fees payable in the final term of the learner’s attendance and agrees that if the Principal does not receive such notice timeously, and the learner be withdrawn from the school, the Governing Body may require the parent to pay the school’s fees and any charges due for the term following the final term of attendance.

2.5 Should any school property, including but not limited to text books, library books and sports equipment, be lost or damaged by the learner or a result of his wilful act or negligence the parent will be liable for the cost of replacing or repairing such school property.

2.6 The parent understands and accepts that, in addition to the school’s fees, the learner may incur further charges which are payable and that such charges may include the cost of special outings, club and society subscription and books.

2.7 The parent undertakes to pay interest on all amounts which are overdue to the school.

2.8 The parent undertakes to pay all legal costs as between attorney and client, including any collection commission charges, in the event of attorneys being engaged to recover any payment.

2.9 If both parents, or more than one person, is a party hereto on the side of the learner, then the liability of such persons shall be both joint and several and each shall be liable for the full amount at any time owing to the school, irrespective of any private arrangement between themselves.

2.10 A certificate signed by the Principal or his / her deputy shall be prima facie proof of the amount owing to the school for the purpose of any legal proceedings instituted by the school and it shall not be necessary in such proceedings to prove the appointment of the Principal or his / her deputy.

3 Discipline
All disciplinary matters relating to the education and training of the learner/s shall vest in the Principal of the school or in a person authorised by the Principal.  The parent acknowledges that the learner will at all times be subject to the rules of the school and the provisions of the relevant Acts of Parliament in force from time to time.

4 Acknowledgments and Indemnity

4.2 The school, Governing Body and staff shall not be responsible at any time for the loss, theft or damage of any items belonging to the parent or the learner.  It is the duty of the parent to adequately insure against such loss.

4.3 The parent accepts that all school activities, whether such activities take place on the school property or while on school excursions, will be undertaken at the learner’s own risk, and the parent, on his own behalf and on behalf of the learner, hereby indemnifies the school, the Governing Body and its individual members, the Principal and staff, employees of the school and any other person acting under the authority or control of the Principal or his staff, against and from any or all claims whatsoever which may arise in connection with any loss or damage to the person or property of the learner in the course of or in connection with such activities.

4.4 The parent undertakes to comply with all health regulations, including those relating to medical inspections and immunisation against normal infectious and / or contagious diseases.  Proof of compliance shall be supplied whenever so requested by the school.
