ADMISSIONS POLICY

General Provisions

1. According to Section 5(5) of the South African Schools Act 84 of 1996, as amended, (hereinafter referred to as ‘SASA’) the Admissions Policy of a public school is determined by the school governing body (hereinafter referred to as ‘SGB’).

2. The SGB of Laddsworth Primary School has, after deliberation of all material factors, adopted as its Admissions Policy the provisions contained herein.

3. In the course of the formulation of such Admissions Policy, the SGB has ensured adherence to SASA and to the principles contained in the Constitution, as well as to other applicable legislation.

4. It is emphasized that, in the implementation of this Admissions Policy, section 28(2) of the Constitution will be the overriding factor in consideration of each application. The aforementioned section provides; ‘A child’s best interests are of paramount importance in every matter concerning the child.’

Specific Provisions

1. It is the intention to provide a racially, culturally and social-economic diverse environment, with provision made to encourage access to disadvantaged learners.

2. No form of racial discrimination will be practiced in the selection of learners to Laddsworth Primary School.

3. On admission to the school, the official opening and closing times for learners should be noted.

Language of Instruction

1. In terms of Section 6(2) of SASA, the SGB of a public school may determine the language policy of that school.

2. The SGB of Laddsworth Primary School has, in its language policy, determined that the school will be a single medium school and that the language of instruction will be English. Accordingly, learners admitted to the school will need to be sufficiently proficient in English so as not to prejudice their academic progress.

Capacity of School

1. The capacity of the school shall be limited to 630 learners.

In reaching a decision on this figure the SGB has taken into account all relevant factors including, but not limited to:

· The number of available educators;

· Educators’ space requirements including a staff room and areas for their administration to be carried out;

· The number of designated, suitably sized classrooms;

· The need for space for sports, remedial and cultural programmes and activities to take place;

· Provision of continued space for a library, computer rooms, school hall, specialist rooms currently in existence;

· The need to provide workspace for the management and administration of the school.

· Provision of the necessary toilet facilities to cater for the number of staff and learners;

· The capacity of the school to cope with normal movement in corridors between classes will also be a consideration.

2. The educational needs, safety and well-being of learners are of paramount importance in determining the capacity of the school.

Consideration of Applications

In considering applications for admission to Laddsworth Primary School the SGB will consider the following:

1. Equal opportunity will be given to all learners whose custodian/legal guardian can prove, by the submission of documentary evidence to the satisfaction of the school, that they reside within the Hilton area. This area extends from Hilton College School to the boundary line between Sweetwaters and Pietermaritzburg, and from World’s View to Merrivale Heights.

2. The learner should permanently reside at that address under the control of the custodial parent or legal guardian and no-one else.

3. The setting up of boarding accommodation to provide a local address to gain entry to the school is not permitted.

4. N.B. If any information given by applicants on the Application for Admission Form is proven to be inaccurate, incorrect or misleading, then the school reserves the right to refuse entry to the learner.

If a place has been allocated to a learner and it is subsequently proven that the information provided on the Application for Admission Form is incorrect, then the learner will forfeit the place.

5. Applications must be submitted to Laddsworth Primary School on the prescribed application form, with all sections completed and all relevant documentation provided. (Relevant documentation not attached will result in delays in processing the application)

6. All applicants will be contacted by Laddsworth Primary School in the third term either telephonically to set up an interview or in writing if the chances of admission are remote or non-existent.

7. All applicants will be interviewed.

8. Applicants will be interviewed on the following basis:

· Residents of the Hilton area. 

· Residents out of the Hilton area but with siblings at the school.

· Persons residing out of the Hilton area.

9. It is recommended that children enter Grade 1 the year that they turn 7. Children turning 6 before the end of June will only be considered should there be space after accepting children aged 6 turning 7.

10. It must be noted that entry is NOT on a first come first served basis.

11. Once accepted to Laddsworth, all Grade 2 – 7 learners will be required to undergo a placement test in English and Mathematics. This is to assist teachers to determine classes for the following year.

12. No learner who is more that one year older than the average age of a particular grade will be admitted.

13. Upon acceptance, a deposit of R500.00 must be paid (after your interview). This amount will be credited towards your next year’s school fees.

Admission on non-South African citizens

The South African Schools Act, 1996 states that applicants who are not citizens of the Republic of South Africa, must be in possession of a permit for temporary or permanent residence issued by the Department of Home Affairs.

A learner who entered the country on a study permit must present the study permit on admission to the public school.

Persons classified as illegal aliens must, when they apply   for admission of their children, show evidence that they have applied to the Department of Home Affairs to legalise their stay in the country in terms of the Aliens Control Act, 1991 (No 96 of 1991).
